HALL OF FAME SELECTION PROCEDURE

Please refer to your NDWGA Handbook to learn the procedure for nominating one of your members to the NDWGA Hall of Fame.  Although there are six criteria listed, most, but not all, are required.   Please consider nominating a golfer who has been an organizer of golf in your community and helped others enjoy the game.  Three letters of recommendation are needed to propose a candidate.  Candidates proposed prior to May 1st, 2010 will be honored at the State Amateur Tournament at Grand Forks CC, July 10, 2010.  This year
Marilyn Colllins & Jane Grove will be inducted into NDWGA Hall of Fame at GFCC during state

tournament.  Congrats to them.
USGA HANDICAP INDEX:  Obtain a handicap (GHIN #) through your golf course ($15 payable to NDGA). This is a measure of your golfing ability and can compare your score with your golfing partners and from different courses by entering the slope and rating.  You need at least 5 scores to obtain a handicap, preferably 20, as the 10 lowest of your last 20 scores are used (fewer scores are used until you reach 20 scores).  The formula used by the computer is your adjusted score (see below), minus the course rating, times 113, divided by the slope rating, times 96%=USGA Handicap Index.  The computer will also show a handicap for your course adjusted for slope and rating. 

Adjusting your score for handicapping (Equitable scoring)  When entering your score for handicap, remember to adjust your score using the following “maximum per hole” according to your handicap.  Also, put an A in front of your score if away and a T if it is a tournament score.
